(b) Grading.--Invasion of privacy 1s a misdemeanor of the

second degree if there is more than one violation or if the

victim is a minor. Otherwise, a violation of this section is a

misdemeanor of the third degree.

(b.1) Mistake as to age.——It is no defense to prosecution




1 under this section that the defendant did not know the age of

2 the child. Neither a misrepresentation of age by the child nor a

3 bona fide belief that the person is over the specified age shall
