Penalty for Destroying, Et Cetera.--It shal
unl awful for any person to wilfully destroy, renove, injure,

def ace any gui depost or sign or index board erected upon or

near any public street, road, or bridge by the supervisors, or
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by any club, association, or other organi zed body for the

di rection, guidance, or safety of travelers. I T SHALL ALSO BE

UNLAWFUL FOR ANY PERSON TO W LFULLY DESTROY, REMOVE, [ NJURE OR

DEFACE ANY TEMPORARY TRAFFI G- CONTRCOL DEVI CE ERECTED FOR THE

PURPOSE OF ENHANCI NG TRAFFI C OR WORKER SAFETY IN A CONSTRUCTI ON

OR NMAI NTENANCE WORK ZONE, I NCLUDI NG, BUT NOT LIMTED TO, CONES,

BATONS, BARRELS, BARRI CADES, SIGNS, SIGN TRUCKS, ARROW BOARDS OR

OTHER DEVI CES SPECI FIED IN A TRAFFI C SAFETY PLAN APPROVED BY THE

TOMSH P OR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATI ON. Any person

violating this section shall, upon conviction in a sumrmary
proceedi ng, be sentenced to pay a fine of [not nore than fifty]

five hundred dollars, with costs of prosecution, together with

t he val ue of such sign so destroyed, renoved or defaced, and in
default of such paynent, shall be sentenced to inprisonnment of
not nore than ten days. Al fines and noneys so inposed and
coll ected shall be paid to the township treasurer
