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AN ACT

Amendi ng the act of April 12, 1951 (P.L.90, No.2l1), entitled "An
act relating to alcoholic liquors, alcohol and nalt and
brewed beverages; anendi ng, revising, consolidating and
changing the laws relating thereto; regulating and
restricting the manufacture, purchase, sale, possession,
consunption, inportation, transportation, furnishing, holding
in bond, holding in storage, traffic in and use of alcoholic
I iquors, alcohol and malt and brewed beverages and the
per sons engaged or enployed therein; defining the powers and
duties of the Pennsylvania Liquor Control Board; providing
for the establishnent and operation of State |iquor stores,
for the paynment of certain |license fees to the respective
muni ci palities and townshi ps, for the abatenent of certain
nui sances and, in certain cases, for search and seizure
wi t hout warrant; prescribing penalties and forfeitures;
providing for local option, and repealing existing | aws,"
aut hori zing the acceptance of credit cards by State stores
and further providing for acceptance of checks.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Subsection (b) of section 305, act of April 12,
1951 (P.L.90, No.21), known as the "Liquor Code," anended
Cctober 2, 1974 (No.222), is anended to read:

Section 305. Sales by Pennsylvania Liquor Stores.--* * *

(b) Every Pennsylvania Liquor Store shall sell |iquors at

whol esale to hotels, restaurants, clubs, and railroad, pullnman
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and steanshi p conpanies |licensed under this act; and, under the
regul ati ons of the board, to pharnmacists duly |icensed and

regi stered under the laws of the Conmonwealth, and to
manuf act uri ng pharnmaci sts, and to reputabl e hospitals approved
by the board, or chem sts. The board may sell to registered
pharmaci sts only such Iiquors as conformto the Pharmacopoei a of
the United States, the National Formulary, or the Anmerican
Honeopat hi ¢ Phar macopei a. The board may sell at special prices
under the regul ations of the board, to United States Arned
Forces facilities which are |ocated on United States Arned
Forces installations and are conducted pursuant to the authority
and regul ations of the United States Arnmed Forces. All other

sal es by such stores shall be at retail. [No Iiquor] Liquor
shall be sold [except] for cash, [except that] but the board

shall have power to designate certain stores for whol esal e or

retail sal es exclusively.
