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AN ACT
Amendi ng the act of Decenber 17, 1968 (P.L.1224, No.387),
entitled "An act prohibiting unfair nethods of conpetition
and unfair or deceptive acts or practices in the conduct of
any trade or commerce, giving the Attorney Ceneral and

District Attorneys certain powers and duties and providing

penalties,” further providing for the definition of "unfair

nmet hods of conpetition” and for unlawful acts or practices.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 2(4) of the act of Decenber 17, 1968
(P.L.1224, No.387), known as the Unfair Trade Practices and
Consumner Protection Law, reenacted and anended Novenber 24, 1976
(P.L.1166, No.260) and amended Decenber 4, 1996 (P.L. 906,

No. 146), is anended to read:

Section 2. Definitions.--As used in this act.

* * %

(4) "Unfair nmethods of conpetition” and "unfair or deceptive

acts or practices" nmean any one or nore of the follow ng:

(i) Passing off goods or services as those of another;



(ii) Causing likelihood of confusion or of m sunderstandi ng
as to the source, sponsorship, approval or certification of
goods or services;

(ti1) Causing likelihood of confusion or of m sunderstanding
as to affiliation, connection or association with, or
certification by, another;

(iv) Using deceptive representations or designations of
geographic origin in connection with goods or services;

(v) Representing that goods or services have sponsorship,
approval, characteristics, ingredients, uses, benefits or
guantities that they do not have or that a person has a
sponsorshi p, approval, status, affiliation or connection that he
does not have;

(vi) Representing that goods are original or newif they are
deteriorated, altered, reconditioned, reclained, used or
secondhand;

(vii) Representing that goods or services are of a
particul ar standard, quality or grade, or that goods are of a
particular style or nodel, if they are of another;

(viii) Disparaging the goods, services or business of
anot her by false or m sleading representation of fact;

(i x) Advertising goods or services with intent not to sell
t hem as adverti sed;

(x) Advertising goods or services with intent not to supply
reasonabl y expectabl e public demand, unless the advertisenent
discloses a limtation of quantity;

(xi) Making false or msleading statenents of fact
concerning the reasons for, existence of, or amounts of price
reducti ons;

(xii) Promising or offering prior to tine of sale to pay,
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credit or allow to any buyer, any conpensation or reward for the
procurenent of a contract for purchase of goods or services with
another or others, or for the referral of the nane or names of
anot her or others for the purpose of attenpting to procure or
procuring such a contract of purchase with such other person or
per sons when such paynment, credit, conpensation or reward is
contingent upon the occurrence of an event subsequent to the
time of the signing of a contract to purchase;

(xiii) Pronoting or engaging in any plan by which goods or
services are sold to a person for a consideration and upon the
further consideration that the purchaser secure or attenpt to
secure one or nore persons likewise to join the said plan; each
purchaser to be given the right to secure noney, goods or
servi ces dependi ng upon the nunber of persons joining the plan.
In addition, pronoting or engaging in any plan, conmonly known
as or simlar to the so-called "Chain-Letter Plan" or "Pyramd
Club." The terns "Chain-Letter Plan" or "Pyramid C ub" mean any
schene for the disposal or distribution of property, services or
anyt hi ng of val ue whereby a participant pays val uabl e
consideration, in whole or in part, for an opportunity to
recei ve conpensation for introducing or attenpting to introduce
one or nore additional persons to participate in the schene or
for the opportunity to receive conpensati on when a person
i ntroduced by the participant introduces a new participant. As
used in this subclause the term "consideration" nmeans an
i nvestment of cash or the purchase of goods, other property,
training or services, but does not include paynents nade for
sal es denonstration equi pnent and naterials for use in making
sales and not for resale furnished at no profit to any person in

the programor to the conpany or corporation, nor does the term
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1 apply to a mnimal initial paynent of twenty-five dollars ($25)
2 or less;

3 (xiv) Failing to conply with the terns of any witten

4 guarantee or warranty given to the buyer at, prior to or after a
5 contract for the purchase of goods or services is nmade;

6 (xv) Knowingly msrepresenting that services, replacenents
7 or repairs are needed if they are not needed;

8 (xvi) Making repairs, inprovenents or replacenents on

9 tangible, real or personal property, of a nature or quality

10 inferior to or below the standard of that agreed to in witing;
11 (xvii) Making solicitations for sales of goods or services
12 over the tel ephone without first clearly, affirmatively and

13 expressly stating:

14 (A) the identity of the seller;

15 (B) that the purpose of the call is to sell goods or

16 services;

17 (C© the nature of the goods or services; and

18 (D) that no purchase or paynent is necessary to be able to
19 win a prize or participate in a prize pronotion if a prize
20 pronotion is offered. This disclosure nmust be made before or in
21 conjunction with the description of the prize to the person
22 called. If requested by that person, the tel emarketer nust
23 disclose the no-purchase/ no-paynment entry nmethod for the prize
24 pronotion;
25 (xviii) Using a contract, formor any other docunent related
26 to a consuner transaction which contains a confessed judgnment
27 clause that waives the consuner's right to assert a | egal
28 defense to an action;
29 (xix) Soliciting any order for the sale of goods to be

30 ordered by the buyer through the mails or by tel ephone unless,
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at the tinme of the solicitation, the seller has a reasonable
basis to expect that it will be able to ship any ordered
nmer chandi se to the buyer:

(A) within that time clearly and conspi cuously stated in any
such solicitation; or

(B) if notime is clearly and conspicuously stated, within
thirty days after receipt of a properly conpleted order fromthe
buyer, provided, however, where, at the tine the nerchandise is
ordered, the buyer applies to the seller for credit to pay for
t he nerchandise in whole or in part, the seller shall have fifty
days, rather than thirty days, to performthe actions required
by this subcl ause;

(xx) Failing to informthe purchaser of a new notor vehicle
offered for sale at retail by a notor vehicle dealer of the
fol | ow ng:

(A) that any rustproofing of the new notor vehicle offered
by the notor vehicle dealer is optional;

(B) that the new notor vehicle has been rustproofed by the
manuf acturer and the nature and extent, if any, of the
manuf acturer's warranty which is applicable to that
rust proofing;

The requirenments of this subclause shall not be applicable and a
not or vehicle deal er shall have no duty to informif the notor
vehi cl e deal er rustproofed a new notor vehicle before offering
it for sale to that purchaser, provided that the deal er shal

i nform the purchaser whenever deal er rustproofing has an effect
on any manufacturer's warranty applicable to the vehicle. This
subcl ause shall not apply to any new notor vehicle which has
been rustproofed by a notor vehicle dealer prior to the

effective date of this subcl ause.
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(xx.1) Failing to provide a heating fuel custoner with an

i nvoi ce that includes the price per gallon billed for the

previous billing cycle and the price per gallon billed for the
current billing cycle. As used in this subclause, the term
"heating fuel" shall include heating oil, propane and kerosene;

(xxi) Engaging in any other fraudul ent or deceptive conduct
whi ch creates a likelihood of confusion or of m sunderstanding.

Section 2. Section 3 of the act, amended Novenber 29, 2006
(P.L.1624, No.185), is anended to read:

Section 3. Unlawful Acts or Practices; Exclusions.--Unfair
nmet hods of conpetition and unfair or deceptive acts or practices
in the conduct of any trade or commerce as defined by
[ subcl auses (i) through (xxi) of] clause (4) of section 2 of
this act and regul ati ons pronul gated under section 3.1 of this
act are hereby declared unlawful. The provisions of this act
shall not apply to any owner, agent or enploye of any radio or
television station, or to any owner, publisher, printer, agent
or enploye of an Internet service provider or a newspaper or
ot her publication, periodical or circular, who, in good faith
and wi t hout know edge of the falsity or deceptive character
t hereof , publishes, causes to be published or takes part in the
publication of such adverti senent.

Section 3. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
