The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Section 3016 of Title 53 of the Pennsylvani a
Consolidated Statutes is amended to read:

§ 3016. Form and adoption of budget.

(a) GCeneral rule.--The budget shall be in the formrequired

by council and shall have appended to it a detail ed anal ysis of
the various itens of expenditure and revenue. The budget as
subm tted and adopted shall be bal anced. Council may reduce any
itemor itens in the executive's (mayor's) budget by a vote of a
majority of the council, but an increase in any itemor itens
therein shall becone effective only upon an affirmative vote of
a majority plus one of the nenbers of council. Council shall,
upon the introduction of the proposed budget, fix a date for

adoption which shall except as otherw se provided be not |ater



t han Decenber 31 i medi ately foll ow ng.

(b)Y Second class cities.--A bal anced budget of a city of the

second cl ass and any authority havi ng board nenbers appoi nted by

any el ected official of a city of the second class shall not

i ncl ude projected revenue that in order to be coll ected requires

the enactment by the General Assenbly of new taxi ng powers.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
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
