The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Authorization.

Under the requirenments of section 20(b) of the act of June
22, 1964 (Sp.Sess., P.L.131, No.8), known as the Project 70 Land
Acqui sition and Borrowi ng Act, the General Assenbly hereby
authorizes the release of Project 70 restrictions fromthe |and
owned by the Township of Silver Spring, Cunberland County
described in section 2, in exchange for the inposition of
Project 70 restrictions on the |and described in section 3 to be
obt ai ned by the Township of Silver Spring, Cunberland County.
Section 2. Land to be released fromProject 70 restrictions.

Al'l that certain |ot, piece or parcel of land situate in the

Townshi p of Silver Spring, Cunmberland County, designated Lot 3
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on the final subdivision plan of "Project 70" Property prepared
by Pennoni Associates Inc., and being nore particularly
descri bed as follows, to wt:

Beginning at a point in the centerline of Carlisle Pike, the
poi nt being a common corner for this ot and | ands now or
formerly of Fredrick C. and Carole M Frattaroli; thence south
87 degrees 19 minutes east 548 feet along said centerline of
Carlisle Pike, to a cormon corner with |ands now or fornerly of
Lawr ence Associates, Inc.; thence along the conmon line with
| ands of Lawrence Associates, Inc., south 4 degrees 2 m nutes
west 463.81 feet to a point; thence continuing along | ands of

of South Alley, north 81 degrees 30 minutes east a distance of
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347.28 feet to an iron pin set at the northwest corner of a 2.12
acre tract of |and about to be conveyed to the Township of
Silver Spring by Russell L. Potteiger and Robert L. Potteiger;
thence by said |l and, south 16 degrees 26 m nutes 23 seconds east

Section 4. Deed restriction.
The restriction to be included in the deed of conveyance for
the two parcels of |and described in section 3 shall read as
fol | ows:
This indenture is given to provide land for recreation,
conservation and historical purposes as said purposes are
defined in the Project 70 Land Acquisition and Borrow ng
Act .

Section 5. Use of sal e proceeds.

An anount not to exceed $40,000 fromthe proceeds of the sale
of the Iand described in section 2 may be used by the Township
of Silver Spring to acquire Parcel Nunmber 2 of the | and
described in section 3. The bal ance of the sal e proceeds shal
be deposited into a special account established by the Township
of Silver Spring for acquisition and devel opment of park,
recreation and open space | ands. None of the sal e proceeds shal
be di sbursed fromthis special account until a plan is devel oped

for use of the funds by the Township of Silver Spring and until
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t he pl an has been approved by the Departnment of Conmunity
Affairs. Any sale proceeds remaining in the special account five
years after the date of deposit by the Township of Silver Spring
shall be paid to the Commonweal th for deposit into the Project
70 Land Acqui sition Sinking Fund.

Secti on 6. Ef fecti ve date.
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This act shall take effect inmediately.
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
