__________________________________________________________14  highway or roadway of this Commonwealth. The driver of any

_______________________________________________________________3  whenever the movement of the vehicle may be done safely and the

___________________________________________________________5  own power in a safe and customary manner. The driver of the

_____________________________________________________________6  vehicle may request any person who possesses a valid driver's

______________________________________________________________7  license to remove the vehicle as provided in this section, and

_____________________________________________________________9     (b)  Liability determination.--The driver or any other person

_______________________________________________________________10  who has removed a motor vehicle from the roadway as provided in

________________________________________________________11  subsection (a) before the arrival of a police officer or

______________________________________________________________12  emergency response personnel shall not be considered liable or

________________________________________________________________13  at fault regarding the cause of the accident solely by reason of

__________________________________________________15     (c)  Construction.--A driver who complies with the

_______________________________________________________________21  summary offense and shall, upon conviction, be sentenced to pay

______________22  a fine of $50.

23     Section 2.  This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
