(2) attenpts to cause or intentionally, know ngly or
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reckl essly causes serious bodily injury to a police officer
maki ng or attenpting to make a | awful arrest;

(3) attenpts to cause or intentionally or know ngly
causes bodily injury to a police officer making or attenpting
to make a |awful arrest; [or]

(4) attenpts to cause or intentionally or know ngly
causes bodily injury to another with a deadly weapon; or

(5) attenpts to cause or intentionally or know ngly

causes bodily injury to a teaching staff nenber, school board

menber, or other enpl oyee efaboard of school directors OF
