The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania

hereby enacts as follows:
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SECTION 1. TITLE 42 OF THE PENNSYLVANIA CONSOLIDATED <--
STATUTES IS AMENDED BY ADDING A SECTION TO READ:

§ 9720.8. SENTENCING FOR OFFENSES INVOLVING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

IN THE PRESENCE OF A MINOR.

(A) SENTENCING ENHANCEMENT.--THE PENNSYLVANTA COMMISSION ON

SENTENCING, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 2154 (RELATING TO
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ADOPTION OF GUIDELINES FOR SENTENCING), SHALL PROVIDE FOR A

SENTENCE ENHANCEMENT WITHIN ITS GUIDELINES FOR AN OFFENSE UNDER

18 PA.C.S. § 2701 (RELATING TO SIMPLE ASSAULT) OR 2702 (RELATING

TO AGGRAVATED ASSAULT), SPECIFYING VARTIATIONS FROM THE RANGE OF

SENTENCES APPLTICABLE BASED ON SUCH AGGRAVATING CIRCUMSTANCES AS

THE ASSAULT WAS COMMITTED AGAINST A FAMILY OR HOUSEHOLD MEMBER

AND THE DEFENDANT KNEW THE CRIME WAS WITNESSED, ETTHER THROUGH

SIGHT OR SOUND, BY A MINOR WHO IS ALSO A FAMILY OR HOUSEHOLD

MEMBER OF THE DEFENDANT OR THE VICTIM.

(B) DEFINITIONS.--AS USED IN THIS SECTION, THE FOLLOWING

WORDS AND PHRASES SHALL HAVE THE MEANINGS GIVEN TO THEM IN THIS

SUBSECTTION UNLESS THE CONTEXT CLEARLY TINDICATES OTHERWISE:

"FAMTITY OR HOUSEHOLD MEMBER." THE TERM SHAILT HAVE THE SAME

MEANING AS "FAMILY OR HOUSEHOLD MEMBERS" UNDER 23 PA.C.S. § 6102

(RELATING TO DEFINITIONS) .

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
