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AN ACT
Providing for grants to individual non-farm owners of homes or
personal property danaged or destroyed by certain fl oods;
establ i shing the amount of the grants and making an

appropri ation.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. (A) Upon recei pt and approval of a sworn <—
application by a RESIDENT non-farm owner of a home or personal <—
property danmaged or destroyed by the floods of Septenber, 1971
or June, 1972, the Ofice of the Governor may make a grant to
cover a portion of the loss on the foll ow ng basis:

(1) The total loss of both real and personal property
conmbi ned may be ascertained in accordance with the anmount
approved by a Small Business Adm nistration or Farnmers Home
Adm ni stration Disaster Loan as provided in U S. P.L.92-385
known as the Civil Disaster Relief Act of 1970 but shall not

i nclude any pre-flood indebtedness which has been consol i dated
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with the property loss, nor shall it include any |oss covered by
an insurance policy, as any business |oss as defined by the
Smal | Business Adm nistration.

(2) An adjusted loss shall be ascertai ned by deducting the
anount of the Federal forgiveness fromthe figure arrived at in
cl ause (1).

(3) For the first five thousand dollars ($5,000) of the
adjusted | oss, the grant shall be twenty-five per cent thereof.

(4) For the second five thousand dollars ($5,000) of the
adjusted | oss, the grant shall be fifteen per cent thereof.

(5) For the third five thousand dollars ($5,000) of the
adjusted | oss, the grant shall be ten per cent thereof.

(6) For the balance of the adjusted | oss the grant shall be
five per cent thereof but the total grant shall not exceed three
t housand dol | ars ($3, 000).

(7) Six per cent shall be added to all grants.

(B) FOR THE PURPOSE OF THI S ACT, THE TERM " RESI DENT NON- FARM
OMER' SHALL MEAN ONLY AN OAMNER OF REAL OR PERSONAL PROPERTY WHO
WAS A RESI DENT OF PENNSYLVANI A AT THE TI ME THE LOSS OCCURRED AND
AT THE TI ME OF APPLI CATI ON FOR A GRANT UNDER THI S ACT.

Section 2. |If real property was condemmed under em nent
domai n proceedi ngs and where neasure of damages is cal cul ated
under section 602 of the act of June 22, 1964 (P.L.84, No.®6),
known as the "Em nent Domai n Code," said owner shall not be
eligible for the grant provided in section 1 hereof.

Section 3. The owner meking application for a grant shall,
in his application, authorize the Comonwealth to apply the
grant to any nonthly obligation that he nmay have on account of a
Smal | Business Adm nistration or Farmers Hone Adm nistration

[ oan until such tine as the anount of the grant has been
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expended or the | oan repaid, whichever shall first occur. If the
loan is repaid prior to the expenditure of the entire anount of
the grant, or there is no i ndebtedness, the bal ance thereof
shall be paid to the owner

Section 4. Al grants under this act shall be adm ni stered
by the Pennsylvani a Departnment of Comrunity Affairs, and al
applications for grants shall be submtted to that departnment
wi thin one hundred twenty days after the effective date of this
act. If sufficient funds are not allocated herein, distribution
of grants shall be on a pro rata basis. Any funds unencunbered
or unexpended after all clainms under this act have been finally
determ ned shall be returned to the Enmergency Disaster Relief
Fund for further assistance to victins of the flood of June 1972
and the storm of Septenber 1971.

Section 5. A sumnot to exceed forty mllion dollars
(%40, 000, 000) rmay be all ocated by the Governor for the purpose
of administering and inplenmenting this act fromfunds nade
avai |l abl e under the Energency Disaster Relief Act of July 7,
1972 (No. 18- A).

Section 6. Any person nmaking a fal se claimunder the
provi sions of this act shall be subject to a penalty in the
anount of three tines the anbunt of the grant with interest at
the rate of six per cent fromthe date of the grant. Such a
penalty may be enforced by the Commonweal th in an assunpsit
action and collected in the manner that other debts due and
owi ng the Conmonweal th are coll ected.

Section 7. This act shall take effect imrediately.
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
