Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 3503 of Title 18, act
of Novenber 25, 1970 (P.L.707, No.230), known as the
Pennsyl vani a Consol i dated Statutes, is anended to read:
§ 3503. Crimnal trespass.
(a) Buildings and occupi ed structures. --

(1) A person conmits an offense if, knowing that he is
not licensed or privileged to do so, he [enters or gains
entrance by subterfuge or surreptitiously remains in any
bui | di ng or occupi ed structure, or separately secured or

occupi ed portion thereof.]:

(i) enters, gains entry by subterfuge or

surreptitiously remains in any buil ding or occupi ed
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structure or separately secured or occupi ed portion

t hereof ; or

(ii) breaks into any buil ding or occupi ed structure

or separately secured or occupi ed porti on thereof.

(2) [An offense under this subsection is a felony of the

second degree.] An offense under subparagraph (i) of

par agraph (1) is a msdemreanor—of the second FELONY OF THE <—

TH RD degree, and an of fense under subparagraph (ii) is a

fel ony of the third SECOND degr ee. <—

(3) As used in this subsection:

"Breaks into." To gain entry by force, breaking,

inti mdati on, unauthori zed openi ng of | ocks, or through an

openi ng not desi gned for hunan access.
