The Interstate G vil Defense and Di saster Conpact is hereby
enacted into law and entered into with all jurisdictions legally
joining therein in the formsubstantially as foll ows:

Article 1

The purpose of this conpact is to provide nutual aid anong
the States in neeting any emergency or disaster from eneny
attack or other cause (natural or otherw se), including sabotage
and subversive acts and direct attacks by bonbs, shellfire and
atom c, radiological, chem cal, bacteriological nmeans and ot her
weapons. The pronpt, full and effective utilization of the
resources of the respective States, including such resources as
may be available fromthe United States Governnent or any other
source are essential to the safety, care and welfare of the
peopl e thereof in the event of eneny action or other energency,
and any ot her resources, including personnel, equipnent or
supplies, shall be incorporated into a plan or plans of mnutual
aid to be devel oped anong the civil defense agencies or simlar
bodi es of the States that are parties hereto. The directors of
civil defense of all party States shall constitute a commttee
to fornmulate plans and to take all necessary steps for the
i npl enentation of this conpact.

Article 2
It shall be the duty of each party State to fornulate ci vi

def ense plans and prograns for application within such State.

Any party State requested to render mutual aid shall take

constitutional requirenments) pertaining to the perfornmance of
public work, entering into contracts, the incurring of
obl i gations, the enpl oynent of tenporary workers, the rental of
equi pnent, the purchase of supplies and naterials, the |evying
of taxes and the appropriation and expenditure of public funds.

(e) Enploynent of personnel.--In order to neet prescribed
requirenents for eligibility to receive Federal contributions
aut hori zed under the provisions of the Federal Ci vil Defense Act
of 1950 (64 Stat. 1245, 50 U S.C. App. 8§ 2251 et seq.) or any
anmendnent or reenactment thereof, political subdivisions are
authorized to avail thenselves of services offered by the State
Cvil Service Conm ssion under the provisions of the act of
August 5, 1941 (P.L.752, No.286), known as the "Civil Service
Act," in connection with the enpl oynent of personnel in |ocal
organi zati ons established pursuant to the provisions of this
part.

(a) General rule.--Every political subdivision shall have
the power to make appropriations for the paynent of expenses of
the |l ocal organization in the manner provided by |aw for making
appropriations for the ordinary expenses of the political
subdi vi sion. I n making appropriations, the political subdivision
shal |l specify the anobunts and purposes for which the noneys
appropriated may be used by the organization to or for which
such appropriation nay be nade.

transactions of the political subdivision. In each case, the

(a) GCeneral rule.--Were two or nore political subdivisions
have entered into an agreenent as provided by section 7513
(relating to agreenents anong political subdivisions), all bills
and clains for expenses incurred by or for the | ocal
organi zation shall thereafter be paid in the first instance by
the political subdivision naned as agent in the agreenent in the
manner provided in section 7514 (relating to paynents invol ving
one political subdivision) as though the organi zation were
coterm nous with the political subdivision, and the organization
shall be subject to all of the |laws governing the nmaking of
contracts or purchases, the enpl oynent of persons or otherw se
incurring financial obligations which apply to the political
subdi vi si on.

(b) Accounting by agent.--The political subdivision
desi gnated as agent shall, not later than the fifteenth day of
each nonth, submt an item zed account of the expenses of the
organi zation paid by it during the preceding cal endar nonth to

proper expenses of the organization out of the first noneys
thereafter in the treasury of the political subdivision and not
previ ously pledged to any ot her purpose. No political
subdi vi sion nmay be conpelled to pay for any one year an anount
greater than the anmobunt estimated in the agreenent as its
proportionate share. Any paynent nmade by any politica
subdi vision to the political subdivision naned as agent in the
agreenent for reinbursenent for the paynment of the expenses of
t he organi zation shall be credited by the agent political
subdi vision to the appropriation made by it for the paynent of
t he expenses of the organization and shall be available for the
paynent of future expenses of the organization wthout further
appropriation or action by the agent political subdivision.

§ 7701. Duties concerning disaster prevention.
(a) Governor.--In addition to disaster prevention neasures
i ncluded in the Conmonweal th and | ocal plans, the Governor shal
consi der on a continuing basis steps that could be taken to
prevent or reduce the harnful consequences of disasters. The
Governor, fromtinme to tine, shall make recommendations to the
CGeneral Assenbly, political subdivisions and other appropriate
public and private entities as nay facilitate nmeasures for
prevention or reduction of the harnful consequences of
di sasters.

(b) Departnent of Environmental Resources.--The Depart nent
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of Environnental Resources, in conjunction with the State Ofiece <—
of —Erergency—Preparedness PENNSYLVANI A EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT <—
AGENCY, shall keep | and uses and construction of structures and
other facilities under continuing study and identify areas which
are particularly susceptible to severe |and shifting,
subsi dence, flood or other catastrophic occurrence. The studies
under this subsection shall concentrate on nmeans of reducing or
avoi di ng the dangers caused by this occurrence or the
consequences t hereof.

(c) O her Commonweal th agencies.--At the direction of the
Governor, and pursuant to any other authority and conpetence
t hey have, Comonweal th agencies, including but not limted to
t hose charged with ECONOM C RECOVERY responsibilities in <—
connection with floodplain nanagenent, stream encroachnment and
fl ow regul ati on, weather nodification, fire prevention and
control, air quality, public works, |and use and | and-use
pl anni ng, construction standards, public utilities and energy,
shall make studi es of disaster prevention-related matters.
§ 7702. Acceptance of services, gifts, grants and | oans.

(a) General rule.--Wenever any person or the Federal
Government or any Federal agency or officer offers to the
Commonweal th or, through the Commonweal th, to any politi cal
subdi vi si on, services, equipnent, supplies, materials or funds
by way of gift, grant or |loan for purposes of disaster energency
servi ces, the Commonweal th, acting through the Governor, or the
political subdivision, acting with the consent of the Governor
and through its executive officer or governing body, may accept
the offer and upon acceptance the Governor or executive officer
or governing body of the political subdivision may authorize any

of ficer of the Commonweal th or of the political subdivision, as
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the case may be, to receive the services, equipnent, supplies,
mat erials or funds on behalf of the Conmmonwealth or political
subdi vi sion subject to the terns of the offer and the rules and
regul ations, if any, of the agency or person making the offer.

(b) Property of Commonweal th.--All equi prent, supplies and
materials referred to in subsection (a) shall, when accepted by
t he Comonweal th, be treated as the property of the Commonweal t h
and shall be subject to the relevant provisions of the act of
April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175), known as "The Adm nistrative
Code of 1929," unless the Ceneral Assenbly directs otherw se by
statute.

§ 7703. Interstate arrangenents.

(a) GCeneral rule.--Upon finding that a vulnerable area lies
only partly within this Cormonweal th and includes territory in
anot her state or states or territory in a foreign jurisdiction
and that it would be desirable to establish an interstate
relati onship, nutual aid or an area organi zation for disaster
energency services, the Governor shall take steps to that end as
desirabl e.

(b) Negotiation and status of agreenents.--I1f this action is
taken with jurisdictions that have enacted the Interstate C vil
Def ense and Di saster Conpact, any resulting agreenment or
agreenents may be consi dered suppl enental agreenents pursuant to
Article 6 of that conpact. If the other jurisdiction or
jurisdictions with which the Governor proposes to cooperate
pursuant to subsection (a) have not enacted that conpact, the
Governor may negotiate special agreenents with the jurisdiction
or jurisdictions.

(c) Legislative approval of agreenents.--Any agreenent, if

sufficient authority for the making thereof does not otherw se
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exi st, becones effective only after its text has been
communi cated to the General Assenbly and provi ded that neither
House of the General Assenbly has disapproved it by adjournnment
of the next ensuing session conpetent to consider it or within
30 days of its subm ssion, whichever is |onger.
§ 7704. Imunity fromcivil liability.

(a) GCeneral rule.--Neither the Commonweal th nor any
political subdivision thereof nor other agencies nor, except in
cases of willful msconduct, the agents, enployees or
representatives of any of them engaged in any energency services
activities, nor, except in cases of willful msconduct or gross <—
negl i gence, any individual or other person under contract wth <—
themto provide equi pnent or work on a cost basis to be used in
di saster relief, NOR, EXCEPT IN CASES OF WLLFUL M SCONDUCT OR <—
CROSS NEGLI GENCE, ANY PERSON, FIRM CORPORATI ON OR AN AGENT OR
EMPLOYEE OF ANY OF THEM ENGAGED | N DI SASTER SERVI CES ACTI VI TI ES,
while conplying with or attenpting to conply with this part or
any rule or regulation promul gated pursuant to the provisions of
this part, shall be liable for the death of or any injury to
persons or | oss or damage to property as a result of that
activity.

AUTHORI TY owni ng or controlling real estate or other prem ses,
who voluntarily and wi thout conpensation, grants a |license or
privilege or otherwise permts the designation or use of the
whol e or any part or parts of the real estate or prem ses for
any energency services purpose, shall, together with his
successors in interest, if any, not be civilly liable for
negligently causing the death of or injury to or |oss or damage

to the property of any person who is upon the real estate or
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ot her prem ses for that purpose.

(c) Oher benefits unaffected.--This section does not affect
the right of any person to receive benefits to which he would
ot herwi se be entitled under this part or under the workmen's
conpensation | aws or under any pension law, nor the right of any
person to receive any benefits or conpensation under any Federal
I aw.

§ 7705. Special powers of |ocal agencies.

(a) Roadway cl earance. --Wenever the Governor shall have
procl ai ned a di saster energency under section 7301(c) (relating
to declaration of disaster energency), officials of any
political subdivision included in the disaster energency shal
have the authority to clear such roadways as are necessary for
the health, safety and welfare of residents, even though such
roadways are not officially the responsibility of such political
subdi vi sion. The political subdivision my be reinbursed for the
cost of such clearing as provided in subsection (c).

(b) Water systens.--Wienever the Governor shall have
procl ai med a di saster energency under section 7301(c) and in the
event that a water system owned or operated by a political
subdi vi sion or nunicipal authority is damaged, destroyed or mnade
i noperable as a direct result of such disaster energency, the
political subdivision or nunicipal authority shall have the
authority to |l ease or hire such personnel and equi pnent as may
be needed to effect restoration of such water system The
political subdivision or nunicipal authority may be rei nbursed
for the cost of such restoration as provided in subsection (c).

(c) Reinbursenent.--Wenever the Governor shall have
procl ai med a di saster energency under section 7301(c), he shal

have power to transfer any unused funds which may have been
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appropriated for the ordi nary expenses of governnment in the

General Fund to such State COMONWEALTH agenci es as he may <—
direct to be expended for reinbursenents as provided in

subsections (a) and (b). Such rei nbursenents shall be nade in
accordance with and to the extent permtted by regul ations

i ssued by such agency or agencies as the Governor nay designate

to adm ni ster the reinbursenment prograns established by

subsections (a) and (b). The total of such transfers shall never
exceed $1, 000,000 in any one year except by action of the

General Assenbly.

(d) Limtations.--Reinbursenments pursuant to subsection (c)
shall not be nade to the extent that the Commonwealth, a
political subdivision or a nunicipal authority may be eligible
for assistance fromthe Federal Covernnent.

§ 7707. PENALTI ES.

I MPRI SONMENT NOT EXCEEDI NG 30 DAYS OR BOIH, FOR THE FI RST
OFFENSE, AND A FI NE NOT EXCEEDI NG $500 OR | MPRI SONVENT NOT
EXCEEDI NG 90 DAYS OR BOTH, FOR EACH SUBSEQUENT OFFENSE.

(B) LOSS OF FUNDS. - - THOSE POLI TI CAL SUBDI VI SIONS I N
VI CLATI ON OF SECTI ON 7501 ( RELATI NG TO GENERAL AUTHORI TY OF
POLI TI CAL SUBDI VI SI ONS), SECTI ON 7502 ( RELATI NG TO COCRDI NATOR
OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT), SECTI ON 7503 ( RELATI NG TO PONERS AND
DUTI ES OF PCLI TI CAL SUBDI VI SI ONS) OR SECTI ON 7504 ( RELATI NG TO
COORDI NATI ON, ASSI STANCE AND MJUTUAL Al D) SHALL, AT THE DI RECTI ON
OF THE SFAFE COUNCI L, BE SUBJECT TO LOSS OF FEDERAL PERSONNEL
AND ADM NI STRATI VE FUNDI NG FOR THE REMAI NDER OF THE FI SCAL YEAR
IN WH CH CONVI CTI ON | S ESTABLI SHED. REI NSTATEMENT OF FEDERAL
PERSONNEL AND ADM NI STRATI VE FUNDI NG SHALL TAKE PLACE THE YEAR
FOLLOWN NG APPROVAL OF REMEDI AL ACTI ON TO THE VI CLATI ON.

Section 2. Transfers.

Al'l personnel, allocations, appropriations, equipnent, files,
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records, contracts, agreenents, obligations, and other nmateri al
whi ch are used, enpl oyed or expended in connection with the
powers, duties or functions of the State Council of G vil

Def ense are hereby transferred to the Ofice—of Erergency
Preparedness PENNSYLVANI A EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY with the
same force and effect as if the appropriations had been nade to
and the itenms had been the property of the Oficeof Erergency
Preparedness PENNSYLVANI A EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY in the
first instance and as if the contracts, agreenents and

obl i gati ons had been incurred or entered into by the Sfiece—of
Erergency—Preparedness— PENNSYLVANI A EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
ACENCY.

Section 3. Repeals.

The foll owi ng acts are repeal ed:

Act of March 19, 1951 (P.L.28, No.4), known as the "State
Council of G vil Defense Act of 1951."

Act of March 19, 1951 (P.L.42, No.6), entitled "An act
authorizing certain political subdivisions to make
appropriations for the paynent of expenses of l|ocal or district
councils of civil defense within said political subdivisions and
for the protection or preparation for the protection of the
health, welfare and safety of the civilian popul ation of said
political subdivision during enmergencies resulting fromair
rai ds, blackouts or sabotage; regulating the manner of paynent
of expenses of local and district councils of civil defense;
aut hori zing such political subdivisions to borrow noney under
certain conditions for such purposes; and providing for the
repaynent thereof."

Act of March 19, 1951 (P.L.47, No.7), entitled "An act

aut hori zing the Commonweal th of Pennsylvania to enter into a
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conpact with any other state for mutual hel pful ness in neeting
any civil defense energency or disaster."

Act of April 28, 1961 (P.L.129, No.60), entitled "An act
aut hori zing political subdivisions of the Coormonwealth to avail
t hensel ves of services offered by the State G vil Service
Commi ssion in connection with the enploynment of personnel for
civil defense purposes.”

Act of July 6, 1961 (P.L.515, No.265), entitled, as anended,
"An act authorizing the Governor to provide for disaster and
energency relief under certain circunstances; authorizing himto
transfer certain funds in the General Fund for these purposes,
and maki ng an appropriation.”

Section 4. Effective date.

This act shall take effect inmediately.
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
