The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Subsections (e) and (f) of section 4902, act of
Novenber 25, 1970 (P.L.707, No.230), known as the Pennsylvani a
Consol i dated Statutes, are anended to read:

§ 4902. Perjury.

(e) [!nconsistent | lrreconcilably contradictory

statenments. --Wiere the defendant made [inconsi stent]

irreconcilably contradictory statenments under oath or equival ent

affirmation, both having been made within the period of the
statute of limtations, the prosecution may proceed by setting

forth the [inconsistent] irreconcilably contradictory statenents

in a single count alleging in the alternative that one or the

ot her was fal se and not believed by the defendant. In such case
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it shall not be necessary for the prosecution to prove which

statement was false but only that irreconcilably contradictory

statenents were nmade and one or the other was [fal se and] not

bel i eved by the defendant to be true.

(f) [Corroboration.--1n any prosecution under this section,
except under subsection (e) of this section, falsity of a
statement nmay not be established by the uncorroborated testinony

of a single witness.] Proof.--Proof beyond a reasonabl e doubt

under this section is sufficient for conviction. It shall not be

necessary that such proof be made by any particul ar nunber of

w tnesses or by docunentary or other type of evidence.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
