1 Anending the act of August 5, 1932 (Sp.Sess., P.L.45, No.45),

Sess.,
14 P.L.45, No.45), referred to as the Sterling Act, is anended by
15 adding a subsection to read:

17 (d) The council of any city of the first class shall not
18 inpose a tax on wages on nonresidents of the city who render
19 services in such city in excess of 3 5/10%in 1982, 2 5/16%in
20 1983, 1 5/16%in 1984 and 1% in 1985 and thereafter.
21 Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
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
