providing for injunctions, and penalties,” providing for the
use of the terns "business college,” "college of conmerce,”
and "commercial college.”

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. The act of May 7, 1937 (P.L.585, No.150),
entitled, as anended, "An act prohibiting the use of the
designation of "college" by any institution not conformng to
the standards of a college prescribed by the State Board of
Education; and providing for injunctions, and penalties,” is
anended by adding a section to read:

Section 1.1. A private school, licensed by the State Board

of Private Business Schools, Commonweal th of Pennsylvania, State

Depart nent of Education, nay use the words of "business

college," "college of commerce,"” or "commercial college" in the

nane of the school if the school nmeets the following criteri a:
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(1) The school has been granted the power by the State Board

of Education to i ssue associate in specialized busi ness or

associate in specialized technol ogy deqrees.

(2) The instructors, courses, nmaterials, plant and equi pnent

nmeet the approval of the State Board of Private Busi ness

School s, as provided by the act of July 8, 1947 (P.L. 1428,

No. 552), referred to as the Private Busi ness School Law.

(3) The school shall have been in existence and |icensed by

the State Board of Private Busi ness Schools for at |east five

(5) years.

(4) The school has received accreditati on froma comonly

accepted, proper and recogni zed accreditati on associ ati on.

(5) Al of the prograns offered by the school shall be

prograns for which the school has been granted the power by the

State Board of Education to i ssue associate in specialized

busi ness or associate in specialized technol ogy degr ees.

(6) O ause (5) shall not exclude a school fromthe

provi sions of this section if the programis offered with the

expectation of receiving such degree granti ng power as provi ded

in clause (5) and such deqree granting power is received by the

school within three years fromthe i ncepti on of the program

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
