(P.L.323, No.130), known as The County Code, is anended by
addi ng a clause to read:

Section 1802. Contract Procedures; Terns and Bonds;
Advertising for Bids.--* * *

(h) The contracts or purchases made by the comm ssioners
i nvol ving an expenditure of over four thousand dollars ($4,000)
whi ch shall not require advertising or bidding, as hereinbefore
provi ded, are as foll ows:
