Section 1. The heading of section 2702 of Title 66 of the
Pennsyl vani a Consol idated Statutes is amended and the section is
anmended by addi ng a subsection to read:

8§ 2702. Construction, relocation, suspension [and abolition],

abolition and repair of crossings.
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(h) Repairs.--VWenever a crossing is to be tenporarily

cl osed for any anount of tine due to repairs, the railroad shal

notify the Departnment of Transportation and | ocal energency

managenent, fire and nuni ci pal governnent officials. The notice

shall be in witing, shall be given at | east 72 hours before

repairs are schedul ed to begin and shall indicate when the

closing is to occur, the length of tine it will last, the date




the crossing will be reopened to through traffic and the reason

for the closing. In the event that the closure of a railroad

crossing would elimnate all access to the hi ghway and such

access i s necessary for energency purposes, the railroad

crossing shall not be totally closed, but shall remain partially

accessible to through traffic.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
