AN ACT

Amendi ng the act of March 4, 1971 (P.L.6, No.2), entitled "An
act relating to tax reformand State taxation by codifying
and enunerating certain subjects of taxation and inposing
t axes thereon; providing procedures for the paynent,
col l ection, adm nistration and enforcenent thereof; providing
for tax credits in certain cases; conferring powers and
i mposi ng duties upon the Departnent of Revenue, certain
enpl oyers, fiduciaries, individuals, persons, corporations
and other entities; prescribing crinmes, offenses and
penalties,” providing for the nonthly transfer of certain
sal es and use tax revenues to the Fish Fund and to the Gane
Fund.

The CGeneral Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. The act of March 4, 1971 (P.L.6, No.2), known as
t he Tax Reform Code of 1971, is anmended by adding a section to
read:

Section 281.2. Transfer of Certain Tax Revenues.--ln the

fiscal year beqginning July 1, 1987, and in each fiscal year

thereafter, the Secretary of Revenue shall transfer to the State

Treasurer on a nonthly basis:

(1) The sum of one hundred twenty-five thousand doll ars
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($125, 000) for deposit in the Fish Fund for the uses pernitted

under 30 Pa.C.S. 8 521 (relating to establi shnent and use of

Fi sh Fund).

(2) The sum of one hundred twenty-five thousand doll ars

($125, 000) for deposit in the Gane Fund for the uses pernitted

under 34 Pa.C.S. 8 521 (relating to establi shnent and use of

Gane Fund).

The noneys for these nonthly transfers shall be taken fromthe

revenues derived fromthe sales and use tax i nposed on fishing,

hunti ng and trappi ng suppli es and equi pnent.

Section 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
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
