3  group hospital and medical insurance, payment of Commonwealth

4  share of Social Security taxes and unemployment compensation

5  costs for State employees, the purchase of replacement or

6  additional equipment and machinery and all other incidental

7  costs and expenses, including payment to the Department of

8  General Services of mileage and other charges for the use of

9  automobiles and rental payments for permanently assigned

10  automobiles and of expenses or costs of services incurred

19  compensation and travel expenses of the duly elected or

20  appointed officers and employees of the Commonwealth, for

21  contractual services and other expenses necessary for the proper

22  conduct of the duties, functions and activities for the purposes

23  hereinafter set forth for the fiscal year beginning July 1,

24  1989, and for the payment of bills incurred and remaining unpaid

25  at the close of the fiscal year ending June 30, 1989.

26     (i)  Aviation Restricted Revenue Account.--The following

27  sums, or as much thereof as may be necessary, are hereby

28  appropriated from the Aviation Restricted Revenue Account in the

29  Motor License Fund to the hereinafter named agencies of the

30  Commonwealth for the purposes set forth herein for the fiscal
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1  year beginning July 1, 1989, and for the payment of bills

2  incurred and remaining unpaid at the close of the fiscal year

3  ending June 30, 1989.

4     Section 105.  Federal augmentation appropriations.--The

5  following Federal augmentation appropriations set forth in this

6  act, or as much thereof as may be necessary, are hereby

7  specifically appropriated from the Federal augmentation funds to

8  the several hereinafter named agencies of the Executive and

9  Judicial Departments of the Commonwealth for the payment of the

10  expenses of implementing and carrying out the programs stated

11  herein for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1989, and for the

12  payment of bills incurred and remaining unpaid at the close of

13  the fiscal year ending June 30, 1989. Unless otherwise stated,

14  the appropriations include any carryovers from the prior fiscal

15  year.

16     Section 106.  Job Training Partnership Act appropriations.--

17  The following sums as set forth in this act, or as much thereof

18  as may be necessary, are hereby appropriated from the Job

19  Training Partnership Act (JTPA) funds to the several hereinafter

20  named agencies of the Executive Department of the Commonwealth

21  for the payment of the expenses of implementing and carrying out

22  the program stated herein for the fiscal year beginning July 1,

23  1989.

24     Section 107.  Block grants.--(a)  Appropriation.--The

25  following sums set forth in this act, or as much thereof as may

26  be necessary, are hereby specifically appropriated from the

27  block grant (BG) funds to the several hereinafter named agencies

28  of the Executive Department of the Commonwealth for the

29  purposes, and under the restrictions, for which the funds are

30  provided for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1989.
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1     (b)  Small Communities Development Block Grant.--The Small

2  Communities Development Block Grant (SCDBG) is to assist small

3  cities and communities that have a high concentration of

4  impoverished citizens and substandard housing to expand their

5  low and moderate income housing opportunities and to meet

6  community development needs.

7     (c)  Community Services Block Grant.--The Community Services

8  Block Grant (CSBG) is to provide a range of services and

9  activities having a measurable and potentially major impact on

10  the causes of poverty in the community or those areas of the

11  community where poverty is a particularly acute problem. In

12  addition, new focus may be placed on the unemployed, both old

13  and new. Local agencies may lower their eligibility requirements

14  for recipients to three months to allow greater flexibility to

15  assure proper consideration of each recipient.

16     (d)  Education Consolidation and Improvement Block Grant.--

17  The Education Consolidation and Improvement Block Grant (ECIBG)

18  will be used for the administration and provision of education

19  programs in accordance with the requirements of the Omnibus

20  Budget Reconciliation Act of 1981.

21     (e)  Preventive Health and Health Services Block Grant.--The

2  revenues, shall be paid into the General Fund and are hereby

3  appropriated out of the General Fund for the purposes of the

4  respective appropriations.

5     (c)  In addition to any funds specifically appropriated by

6  this act, all moneys received by a department or agency of the

7  Commonwealth from any other sources, except the Federal

8  Government, as contributions or supplements to the department or

9  agency for a program or administration of an act included in

10  this act shall be paid into the General Fund and credited to the

11  appropriation for that program or administration of the act.

12     Section 1406.  Lapsing of unused funds.--(a)  Except as

13  otherwise provided by law or in subsections (b), (c), (d), (e),

14  (f), (g), (h), (i), (j), (k) and (l), that part of all

15  appropriations in Parts II, III, IV, V, VI, VII, VIII, IX and X

16  unexpended, uncommitted or unencumbered as of June 30, 1990,

17  shall automatically lapse as of that date.

18     (b)  (1)  The appropriation in Part II to the Department of

19  Community Affairs for housing and redevelopment assistance shall

20  be a two-year continuing appropriation.

21     (2)  The appropriation in Part II to the Department of

22  Community Affairs for enterprise development shall be a two-year

23  continuing appropriation.

24     (c)  The appropriations in Part II to the Department of

25  Environmental Resources for the Chesapeake Bay Pollution

26  Abatement Program, and the black fly control program shall be

27  continuing appropriations.

28     (d)  The appropriation in Part II to the Pennsylvania Higher

29  Education Assistance Agency for loan forgiveness shall be a two-

30  year continuing appropriation.
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1     (e)  The appropriations in Part II to the Legislative

2  Department shall be continuing appropriations.

3     (f)  (1)  Except as provided in paragraph (2), all

4     appropriations in Part III shall be two-year continuing

5     appropriations.

6         (2)  The following appropriations in Part III which are

7     unexpended, uncommitted or unencumbered as of June 30, 1990,

8     shall automatically lapse as of that date:

9             (i)  The appropriation for AIDS programs in section

10         305.

11             (ii)  The appropriation for children and youth

12         programs, family preservation, transitional housing for

13         the homeless, and domestic violence programs in section

14         306.

15             (iii)  The appropriation for mobile narcotics teams

16         in section 307.

17             (iv)  The appropriation for the Drug Offenders Work

18         Program in section 308.

19     (g)  The appropriation in Part V to the Department of

20  Community Affairs for the Recreation Improvement and

21  Rehabilitation Act shall be a two-year continuing appropriation.

22     (h)  The appropriation in Part V to the Department of

23  Environmental Resources for the Pennsylvania Conservation Corps

24  shall be a two-year continuing appropriation.

25     (i)  The appropriations in Part V to the Department of

26  Commerce for business infrastructure development and industrial

27  resource centers shall be two-year continuing appropriations.

28     (j)  The appropriation in Part VI to the Pennsylvania Energy

29  Office shall be a two-year continuing appropriation.

30     (k)  The appropriations in section 1021 of Part X for airport
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1  development, runway rehabilitation, business airport grants and

2  real estate tax rebate payments shall be two-year continuing

3  appropriations.

4     (l)  Notwithstanding the provisions of section 1008(a) of the

5  act of July 3, 1987 (P.L.459, No.9A), known as the General

6  Appropriation Act of 1987, the appropriation in Part IV of that

7  act to the Department of Commerce for the engineering school

8  equipment shall be a three-year continuing appropriation.

10                           EFFECTIVE DATE

11     Section 1501.  Effective date.--This act shall take effect as

12  follows:

13         (1)  Part XII of this act shall take effect immediately

14     and shall be retroactive to June 30, 1989.

15         (2)  The remainder of this act shall take effect July 1,

16     1989, or immediately, whichever is later.
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
