The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 1901(f) of the act of June 23, 1931
(P.L.932, No.317), known as The Third Cass Cty Code, reenacted
and anended June 28, 1951 (P.L.662, No.164) and anended
Septenber 17, 1959 (P.L.906, No.359), is anended to read:

Section 1901. Power to Make Contracts; Regul ations
Concerning Contracts.--* * *

(f) [Al bids advertised for shall be acconpani ed by cash,
by a certified or cashier's good faith check in an anmount

required by council but at |east ten per centumof the bid, or

by a bond with corporate surety in such anmount as council shal
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determ ne but not |ess than ten per centum of the anpunt bid.]

Council may require that any bids so adverti sed be acconpani ed

by cash, by a certified or cashier's good faith check or other

irrevocable letter of credit in an acceptabl e anpbunt, or by a

bond with corporate surety in an acceptabl e anobunt. Wenever it

is required that a bid be acconpani ed by cash, certified check,

cashier's good faith check or other irrevocable |l etter of

credit, no bid shall be considered unl ess so acconpani ed. I n the

event any bi dder shall, upon award of the contract to him fai
to conply with the requirenents hereinafter stated as to a bond
guar ant eei ng the perfornmance of the contract the good faith
deposit by cash, certified check, or bond, shall be forfeited to
the city as |iquidated damages.
