27 Section 1. Section 7 of the act of May 13, 1915 (P.L. 286,
28 No.177), known as the Child Labor Law, amended October 4, 1978
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(P.L.938, No.182), is anended to read:

Section 7. No minor under [twelve] eleven years of age,
shall distribute, sell, expose, or offer for sale any newspaper,
magazi ne, periodical, or other publication, or any article of
nmer chandi se of any sort, in any street or public place. No m nor
under fourteen years of age, shall be suffered, enployed, or
permtted to work at any tine as a scavenger, bootblack, or in
any other trade or occupation perforned in any street or public
pl ace. No m nor under sixteen years of age, shall engage in any
occupation nmentioned in this section before [six] FIVE o-clock
in the norning, or after eight o-clock in the evening, of any
day.

Section 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
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
