WHEREAS, The nunber of unfunded Federal mandates inposed upon
the states by Congress has alarmngly increased in recent years, <—

EARLI ER TH S YEAR DESI GNED TO CORRECT TH S PROBLEM and

WHEREAS, This continuing inposition places the Combnweal th
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in the precarious position of either attenpting to fund the
Federal requirenents with dimnishing anounts of avail abl e
revenue or jeopardizing eligibility for certain Federal funds;
and

WHEREAS, The |egal history of the Constitution of the United
States has denonstrated that, prior to the ratification of the
Constitution of the United States, each state possessed the
excl usive authority and right to regulate intrastate commerce as
an inseparable trait of sovereignty, and such authority is
retained to the extent that it has not been specifically
surrendered to the Federal Governnent by instrunment, and that
this authority is guaranteed to the states by the Tenth
Amendnent to the Constitution of the United States, and that any
affirmative grant of power to the Federal Governnment is not
excl usive unl ess inconsistent with the particular grant; and

WHEREAS, States and Congress shoul d engage i n earnest
di scussions regarding the difficult posture in which the states
have been cast and the urgent necessity of the states to receive
nonet ary assi stance for these mandates or relief fromthe
enforcement of these unfunded decrees; and

WHEREAS, The General Assenbly requests that all nenbers of
Congress from Pennsyl vania neet with the |Intergovernnental
Affairs Commttee of the Senate of Pennsylvania and the
I ntergovernnental Affairs Commttee of the Pennsylvani a House of
Representatives and all nenbers of the General Assenbly
concerning this critical problemso that our Federal
representatives may be conpl etely cogni zant of the effect the
