Section 1. Seetioen—2 SECTIONS 1 AND 2 of the act of Decenber <—
10, 1968 (P.L.1158, No.365), entitled "An act creating and
establishing the Legislative Data Processing Conmittee:
providing for its nenbership; prescribing its powers, functions
and duties; and nmaking an appropriation,” s ARE anmended to <—
read:

SECTION 1. (A) THERE |S HEREBY CREATED THE LEQ SLATI VE DATA <—

PROCESSI NG COW TTEE VWH CH SHALL CONSI ST OF TWO SENATORS
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APPO NTED BY THE PRESI DENT PRO TEMPORE OF THE SENATE, [THE

TO THE MEMBERS SET FORTH HEREIN, THE SECRETARY OF THE SENATE AND

THE CH EF CLERK OF THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATI VES SHALL SERVE AS

NONVOTI NG MEMBERS OF THE COW TTEE. MEMBERS OF THE COW TTEE

SHALL SERVE DURI NG EACH REGULAR SESSI ON OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
AND SHALL CONTI NUE AS MEMBERS UNTI L THE FI RST TUESDAY I N JANUARY
OF THE NEXT ODD- NUMBERED YEAR AND UNTI L THEI R RESPECTI VE
SUCCESSORS SHALL QUALI FY, PROVI DED THEY CONTI NUE TO BE MEMBERS
OF THE SENATE OR THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATI VES. THE COWMM TTEE HAS
A CONTI NUI NG EXI STENCE AND MAY MEET AND CONDUCT | TS BUSI NESS AT
ANY PLACE W THI N THE COMVONVWEALTH DURI NG THE SESSI ONS OF

LEG SLATURE OR ANY RECESS THEREOF AND | N THE | NTERI M BETWEEN
SESSI ONS.

(B) [FIVE] SIX MEMBERS OF THE COW TTEE SHALL CONSTI TUTE A
QUCRUM AND AN AFFI RVATI VE VOTE OF FI VE MEMBERS OF THE COW TTEE
SHALL BE NECESSARY TO PASS ON ANY MATTER REQUI RI NG COWM TTEE
ACTI ON.

(O NOTHING IN TH'S ACT OR IN ANY RULES AND REGULATI ONS

PROMULGATED BY THE COMM TTEE SHALL PROHIBIT A MEMBER OF THE
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COW TTEE OR A DESI GNEE FROM PARTI Cl PATI NG I N A MEETI NG

EXECUTI VE SESSI ON, DELI BERATI ONS OR ANY OTHER ACTIVITY VIA

TELEPHONE OR OTHER ELECTRONI C MEDI UM

Section 2. The commttee shall have the foll owi ng powers and
duti es:

(1) To establish and operate a | egislative data processing
center incorporating a systemor systens which will be capable
of storing and retrieving all of the financial, factual,
procedural and |l egal information necessary to serve all of the
commttees, officers and agencies of the General Assenbly.

(2> (1.1) Wth the approval of the Senate Conmittee on <—

Managenment Operations and the Bi -parti san Managenent Conmittee

of the House of Representatives, to provide access to PUBLIC <—

|l egi slative informati on within the conputer information systens

operated by the colmmttee to persons outside the General

Assenbly as the committee deens appropriate. Such access will be

provided in the manner approved by the conmttee, the Senate

Commi ttee on Managenent Operations and the Bi-parti san

Managenment Conmittee of the House of Representatives. No

information residing in the conputer infornmati on systens

operated by the conmmttee shall be rel eased or di ssem nated by

the conmttee or its enployes to persons outside the General

Assenbly wi thout the approval of:

(i) The Senate Committee on Managenment Operations if the

docunent or infornmati on was ori gi nated, prepared, generated or

mai ntai ned in whole or in part by the Senate.

(ii) The Bi-parti san Managenent Comm ttee of the House of

Representatives if the docunent or informati on was ori gi nat ed,

prepared, generated or nmintained in whole or in part by the

House of Representatives.
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(3} (1.2) Notwi thstandi ng paragraph {2 (1.1), to provide

access to information relating to bills, |eqgislative histories

and session calendars to the Governor's O fice, THE OFFI CE OF

ATTORNEY GENERAL, THE AUDI TOR GENERAL, THE STATE TREASURER, the

heads of OTHER departnents and such other offices within State

governnent as the commttee, with the approval of the Senate

Commi ttee on Managenent Operations and the Bi-parti san

Managenent Conmittee of the House of Representatives, shal

determine.

F(2)}4)> To appoint and enpl oy an executive director, who
shal | be the chief executive officer of the commttee, and such
ot her personnel as the conmittee may deem necessary in the
performance of its duties and to fix the conpensation of such
executive director and ot her personnel.

F(3)}5)> To enter into contracts for the services of such
prof essi onal, expert or technical services as the committee may
deem necessary in the performance of its duties.

F(4)}6)> To purchase or rent such equi pnent and supplies as
the commttee may deem necessary in the performance of its
duti es.

F(5 }+A To select its own chairman, vice-chairman and such
other officers as the cormittee may deem necessary in the
performance of its duties.

F(6)}8)> To make such rules and regul ations as the
commttee may deem necessary to properly carry out the purpose
of the nost efficient use of a legislative data processing
system
