The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 905 of the act of June 30, 1995 (P.L.170,
No. 25), known as the Pennsylvania Voter Registration Act, is
amended to read:

Section 905. Departnent of Health.

The registration conm ssion shall imedi ately cancel the

registration of a registered elector reported dead by the
Department of Health. The Department of Health shall[, within 60
days of receiving notice of the death of an individual 18 years

of age or older, send the] report to the registration conm ssion
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within 30 days of the | ast day of each cal endar nonth the deaths

of residents of such counties, except residents under 18 years

of age, for that nonth. Such report shall include the full nane

and | ast address of residence of that individual [to the

comm ssion], the date of his birth, if available, and the date

of death on a formprescribed by the departnent. The

regi strati on conmm ssion shall, on the | ast day of each cal endar

nonth, report to the Bureau of Conm ssions, El ections and

Legi slation in the Departnent of State, the reqi stration

cancel | ati ons made pursuant to the reports of the Departnent of

Health for the previous nonth. An individual incorrectly

reported deceased by the Departnent of Health may appear in
person before a conm ssioner, registrar or clerk at the office
of the comm ssion and prove identity. The comm ssion, upon such

proof, shall correct its records. Failure to cancel the

regi strati on of any person reported as deceased by the

Departnent of Health shall constitute a nmi sdeneanor of the

second degree by each regi strati on conm ssi oner, puni shabl e

under the provisions of 18 Pa.C.S. Ch. 11 (relating to

aut hori zed di spositi on of of fenders).

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
