(a) GCeneral rule.--Except as provided i n subsection (b), it

is justifiable for an individual who has physi cal custody of an

infant | ess than 16 days of age to |l eave that infant with an

ener gency nedi cal services provider.

(b) Exception.--Subsection (a) does not apply to an offense

under any of the foll ow ng:

(1) Chapter 25 (relating to crimnal homni cide).

(2) Chapter 29 (relating to kidnappingq).

(c) Definitions.--As used in this section, the foll owi ng

wor ds and phrases shall have the neani ngs given to themin this
