AN ACT

Amendi ng the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175), entitled
"An act providing for and reorgani zi ng the conduct of the
executive and admi nistrative work of the Commonweal th by the
Executive Departnment thereof and the adm nistrative
departnents, boards, conm ssions, and officers thereof,

i ncludi ng the boards of trustees of State Normal Schools, or
Teachers Col | eges; abolishing, creating, reorganizing or

aut hori zing the reorgani zation of certain admnistrative
departnments, boards, and conm ssions; defining the powers and
duties of the Governor and other executive and adm nistrative
of ficers, and of the several adm nistrative departnents,
boards, comm ssions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the
Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive
and adm nistrative officers; providing for the appointnment of
certain admnistrative officers, and of all deputies and

ot her assistants and enpl oyes in certain departnents, boards,
and comm ssions; and prescribing the manner in which the
nunber and conpensation of the deputies and all other

assi stants and enpl oyes of certain departnents, boards and
commi ssions shall be determ ned,” further providing for
gubernat ori al appoi ntnents; and maki ng editorial changes.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 207.1(c) and (d)(1) and (4) of the act of
April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175), known as The Adm nistrative
Code of 1929, anended or added Novenber 8, 1976 (P.L.1109,

No. 227), Decenber 30, 1984 (P.L.1299, No.245) and Novenber 26,
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1997 (P.L.530, No.57), are anmended and the section is anended by
addi ng a subsection to read:

Section 207.1. GQubernatorial Appointnments.--* * *

(c) The Governor shall nom nate in accordance with the
provi sions of the Constitution of the Conmonweal t h of
Pennsyl vani a and, by and with the advice and consent of two-
thirds of the nmenbers elected to the Senate, appoint persons to
fill the follow ng positions:

(1) Vacancies in the offices of Auditor Ceneral and State
Treasurer and in any other elective office which he is
authorized by lawto fill when said | aw requires confirmation.

(2) Those nenbers which he is authorized to appoint to the
M| k Marketing Board, the Pennsylvania Fish and Boat Conmi ssion,
t he Pennsyl vani a Gane Comnmi ssion, the Pennsylvani a Li quor
Control Board, the Pennsylvania Public Utility Conm ssion and
t he Pennsyl vani a Turnpi ke Comm ssi on.

(d) The Governor shall nom nate in accordance with the
provi sions of the Constitution of the Conmonweal t h of
Pennsyl vani a and, by and with the advice and consent of a
majority of the nenbers elected to the Senate appoint persons to
fill the follow ng positions:

(1) The Secretary of Education, the Secretary of the
Commonweal th, the Adjutant General, the Insurance Comm ssioner,
the Secretary of Banking, the Secretary of Agriculture, the
Secretary of Transportation, the Secretary of Health, the
Conmmi ssioner of the State Police, the Secretary of Corrections,
the Secretary of Labor and Industry, the Secretary of Aging, the
Secretary of Public Welfare, the Secretary of General Services,
the Secretary of Revenue, the Secretary of [Comrerce, the

Secretary of Community Affairs and] Conmunity and Econonic
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Devel opnent, the Secretary of [Environnental Resources]

Conservation and Natural Resources and the Secretary of

Envi ronnmental Protection.

13 (h) No person shall be appointed under this section unless
14 that person provides to the Governor, or in the case of a person
15 nom nated under subsection (c) or (d) files with the Senate at
16 |east ten (10) days before a vote on approval or rejection of

17 the nomi nation, upon forns approved by the Departnent of

18 Revenue, a statenent that:

19 (1) the person has filed all State tax reports and paid al
20 State taxes;
21 (2) the person has filed a tinely admnistrative or judicial
22 appeal of State tax liability; or
23 (3) the person is participating in a duly approved deferred
24 paynent plan for State tax liability.
25 Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
