WHEREAS, The Federal Medi care program does not provide for
| ong-term care costs; and

WHEREAS, The Medicaid program jointly funded by Federal and
state governnents, only pays for long-termcare after assets are
depl et ed; and

WHEREAS, The current cost of long-termcare ranges from
$22,000 to $84, 000 per year; and

WHEREAS, Those persons who have saved for retirenent have, on
t he average, saved only $34, 000; and

WHEREAS, Only a snall percentage of the popul ati on can
accurately estimate the cost of long-termcare; and

WHEREAS, Only about 8% of the popul ation has |ong-term care
i nsurance; and

WHEREAS, Advocates for and providers of long-termcare are
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actively engaged in helping to educate the public on |ong-term
care using the thene "Conversation, Action, Reform and
Experiences” or "C ARE"; and

WHEREAS, Recent studi es have shown that there is reluctance
in famlies to discuss the need for long-termcare services and
the wi shes of the spouse, sibling or child who nmay need those
services; therefore be it

RESCLVED, That the Senate designate the week of October 1
t hrough 7, 2002, as "Long-Term Care Awareness Week" in
Pennsyl vania and urge all citizens to |learn about |ong-termcare
options including the need for Iong-termcare insurance; and be
it further

RESCLVED, That the Senate continue to address conprehensive
