AN ACT

1 Anending the act of July 31, 1968 (P.L.805, No.247), entitled,

10 certain land for future public purpose and by the acquisition

13 utilization of renewabl e energy sources; providing for the

24 Section 1. Section 502.1 of the act of July 31, 1968

Section 502.1. Contiguous Municipalities.--(a) (1) The
county planning conm ssion shall offer a nmediation option to any
muni ci pality which believes that its citizens will experience
harmas the result of an applicant's proposed subdivision or
devel opnment of land in a contiguous nunicipality if the
muni ci palities agree. In exercising such an option, the
muni ci palities shall conply with the procedures set forth in
Article I X. The cost of the nediation shall be shared equally by
the nmunicipalities unless otherw se agreed. The applicant shal
have the right to participate in the nmediation.

(2) Notw thstandi ng whet her an agreenent exi sts bet ween

conti guous nunici palities for a nedi ati on opti on as provi ded

under paragraph (1), whenever the governi ng body of a

muni ci pality or the vari ous boards and conmni ssi ons of the

muni ci pality consider an applicant's proposed subdi vi si on,

change of | and use or | and devel opnent that may be a devel opnent

of regional significance and inpact, as that term nay be further

defi ned by published quideline of the county pl anni ng

conmi ssion, to a conti guous nunicipality, the governi ng body or

the appropriate officer of the board or comm ssi on shall provide

noti ce of receipt of the application and the nunicipality's

consi deration thereof to any conti gquous nunicipality prior to

any hearing on the application and the county pl anni ng

commi ssion shall provide sinmlar notice to the conti guous county

pl anni ng conmi ssion of the county or counti es expected to be

nost i npacted by the devel opnent.

(b) The governing body of the nunicipality nay appear and
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comment before the governing body of a contiguous mnunicipality

and the various boards and conm ssions of the contiguous
