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AN ACT

Amendi ng the act of April 12, 1951 (P.L.90, No.21), entitled, as
reenacted, "An act relating to alcoholic liquors, alcohol and
malt and brewed beverages; anending, revising, consolidating
and changing the laws relating thereto; regulating and
restricting the manufacture, purchase, sale, possession,
consunption, inportation, transportation, furnishing, holding
in bond, holding in storage, traffic in and use of alcoholic
I iquors, alcohol and malt and brewed beverages and the
per sons engaged or enployed therein; defining the powers and
duties of the Pennsylvania Liquor Control Board; providing
for the establishnent and operation of State |iquor stores,
for the paynment of certain |license fees to the respective
muni ci palities and townshi ps, for the abatenent of certain
nui sances and, in certain cases, for search and seizure
wi t hout warrant; prescribing penalties and forfeitures;
providing for local option, and repealing existing | aws,"
provi ding for certain hearings.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. The act of April 12, 1951 (P.L.90, No.21), known
as the Liquor Code, reenacted and anmended June 29, 1987 (P.L. 32,
No. 14), is anmended by adding a section to read:

for renewal or transfer thereof, fix a tine and place for a

public hearing on such application for |license or amusenent

permit or renewal or transfer thereof, notice of which hearing

shall be mailed to the applicant at the address qgiven in his

application and to the governi ng body of the political

subdi vi si on. Such hearing shall be before a heari ng exani ner

desi gnated by the board. At such hearing, any resident of the

county within which the prenises are or are proposed to be

| ocated nay present testinobny in favor of or in opposition to

the application. The applicant nmay appear in person or by

counsel , may cross-exani ne the wi tnesses and nay present

evi dence, which shall |ikew se be subject to cross-exani nati on

by the board. Such hearing shall be stenographically recorded.

The heari ng exam ner shall thereafter report, with the

exanm ner's recommendati on, to the board in each case. The board

shal | thereupon grant or refuse the |icense or anusenent permt

or the renewal or transfer thereof in accordance with this act.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
