Section 1. Section 9122(b) of Title 18 of the Pennsyl vani a
Consol i dated Statutes is anmended to read:
§ 9122. Expungenent.

(b) GCenerally.--Crimnal history record information may be
expunged when:

(1) an individual who is the subject of the information
reaches 70 years of age and has been free of arrest or
prosecution for ten years following final release from
confinenment or supervision; [or]

(2) an individual who is the subject of the information

has been dead for three years[.]; or

(3) an individual who is the subject of the i nformation

2 years fromthe date of the conpletion of his sentence in the
3 case of a summary offense, ten years fromthe date of the

4 conpletion of his sentence in the case of a nisdeneanor or _at
