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AN ACT

Prohi biting the use of tobacco on child-care facility property;
and providing for enforcenent.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Short title.

This act shall be known and may be cited as the Tobacco Use
on Child-care Facility Property Law.
Section 2. Definitions.

The foll ow ng words and phrases when used in this act shall
have the neanings given to themin this section unless the
context clearly indicates otherw se:

"Child-care facility" or "facility.” Any of the follow ng:

(1) Child day-care center.
(2) Fam |y day-care hone.

"Child day care.” Care in lieu of parental care given for

part of a 24-hour day to a child under 16 years of age away from

the child's hone. The term does not include care in |lieu of
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parental care given to a child under 16 years of age in a place
of worship during religious services.

"Child day-care center.” Any prem ses in which child day
care is provided sinmultaneously for seven or nore children who
are not relatives of the provider, regardless of which article
of the act of June 13, 1967 (P.L.31, No.21), known as the Public
Wl fare Code, applies to it.

"Departnment.” The Departnent of Public Welfare of the
Commonweal t h.

"Fam |y child day-care hone.” A home in which child day care
is provided at any one tinme to four, five or six children who
are not relatives of the provider of the child day care and
which is required to be regi stered under the act of June 13,
1967 (P.L.31, No.21), known as the Public Wl fare Code.

"Person.” A natural person

"Tobacco product." A substance that contains tobacco,
including, but not limted to, cigarettes, cigars, pipes, snuff,
snoki ng tobacco and snokel ess tobacco.

Section 3. Prohibition.

(a) GCeneral rule.--Except as provided in subsection (b), a
person may not use a tobacco product on child-care facility
property.

(b) Exception.--1n the case of fam |y day-care hones, the
prohi biti on under subsection (a) shall apply only during the
time when children are in care or when food is being prepared.
Section 4. Enforcenent.

The departnent shall enforce the provisions of this act. A
child-care facility that violates this act is subject to
suspensi on or revocation of its license or registration in

accordance whi ch departnent procedures.
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Section 5. Regul ation.

The departnent shall promul gate regul ati ons to adm ni ster
