Amendi ng the act of June 13, 1967 (P.L.31, No.21), entitled "An
act to consolidate, editorially revise, and codify the public
wel fare | aws of the Commonweal th," further providing for

ot her medi cal assistance paynents.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 443.3 of the act of June 13, 1967
(P.L.31, No.21), known as the Public Wl fare Code, anended
Novenber 28, 1973 (P.L.364, No.128), is anended to read:

Section 443.3. O her Medical Assistance Paynents.--Paynents
on behalf of eligible persons shall be made for other services,
as follows:

(1) Rates established by the departnent for outpatient
services as specified by regul ations of the departnent adopted

under Title XI X of the Federal Social Security Act consisting of

preventive, diagnostic, therapeutic, rehabilitative or
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pal liative services; furnished by or under the direction of a
physi ci an, chiropractor or podiatrist, by a hospital or
outpatient clinic which qualifies to participate under Title X X
of the Federal Social Security Act, to a patient to whom such
hospital or outpatient clinic does not furnish room board and
prof essi onal services on a continuous, twenty-four hour a day
basi s.

(2) Rates established by the departnment for (i) other
| aboratory and X-ray services prescribed by a physician,
chiropractor or podiatrist and furnished by a facility other
than a hospital which is qualified to participate under Title
XI X of the Federal Social Security Act, (ii) physician's
servi ces consisting of professional care by a physician,
chiropractor or podiatrist in his office, the patient's hone, a
hospital, a nursing hone or el sewhere, (iii) the first three
pints of whole blood, (iv) renedial eye care, as provided in
Article VIIl consisting of nmedical or surgical care and aids and
services and other vision care provided by a physician skilled
in diseases of the eye or by an optonetrist which are not
ot herwi se avail able under this Article, (v) special nedical
services for school children, as provided in the Public School
Code of 1949, consisting of nedical, dental, vision care
provi ded by a physician skilled in diseases of the eye or by an
optonetrist or surgical care and aids and services which are not

ot herwi se avail able under this article[.] and (vi) licensed

anbul ance transportati on and |li censed air anbul ance

transportati on services, which rates under this subcl ause shal

be adjusted by the departnent to a rate that i s consistent with

the average Medi care all owabl e rei nbursenent for such

transportati on services.
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1 Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
