Menorializing the President and the Congress of the United

States to increase the mlitary death gratuity paynment and

coverage under the Servicenenbers' Goup Life Insurance

program and to require the Federal Governnment to pay the
prem uns for menbers of the arnmed forces.

WHEREAS, The United States Arned Forces, a total force
conprised of active, National Guard and reserve personnel, are
now undert aki ng courageous and determ ned operations agai nst
insurgents in Irag and terrorist forces in Afghani stan and ot her
parts of the world; and

WHEREAS, The men and wonen of our arned forces, while
continuously in harms way, performtheir duties and m ssions in
all mlitary conflicts in which the United States is currently
engaged; and

WHEREAS, In time of war, each nenber of our arned forces may
have to pay the ultinmate sacrifice in the performance of duty to
our nation; and

WHEREAS, An increase in the current Servicenmenbers' G oup

Life Insurance (SG.l1) progran s maxi mum cover age anount of
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$250, 000 and an increase in the current $12,420 death gratuity
paynent would greatly benefit the surviving famly of an arned
forces nmenber killed in action; and

WHEREAS, A program change to require the Federal Governnent
to pay the SG.I programis prem uns for each arned forces nenber
woul d greatly benefit those nen and wonmen who serve our nation
in times of need; therefore be it

RESCLVED, That the Senate of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
menorialize the President and Congress of the United States to
increase the mlitary death gratuity paynent and the SG.I
maxi mum benefit and to require the Federal Governnent to pay the
SA.l premuns for nenbers of our armed forces; and be it further
