The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 7325 of Title 18 of the Pennsylvani a
Consol i dated Statutes is anmended to read:

§ 7325. Discrimnation on account of guide, signal or service
dog or other aid aninal.

A person is guilty of a sunmary offense if he, being the
proprietor, manager or enployee of a theatre, hotel, restaurant
or other place of public acconmopdation, entertainnent or
anusenent, refuses, w thholds or denies any person, who is using

a guide, signal or service dog or other aid aninal that has been

certified or is undergoing training by a recognized authority to

assi st a person, because of the physical disability, blindness

or deafness of the user, or who is training a guide, signal or



support dog or other aid animal for or froma recogni zed
authority for such a user, the use of or access to any

accomopdat i on, advantage, facility or privilege of such theatre,
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4 hotel, restaurant or other place of public entertai nment or
5 anusenent.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
