The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Section 5551 of Title 42 of the Pennsylvani a
Consolidated Statutes is amended to read:
§ 5551. No limtation applicable.
A prosecution for the foll owi ng of fenses nay be conmenced at
any tinme:
(1) Murder.
(2) Voluntary mansl aughter.
(3) Conspiracy to commt murder or solicitation to

commit nmurder if a murder results fromthe conspiracy or

solicitation.
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(4) Any felony alleged to have been perpetrated in
connection with a nmurder of the first or second degree, as
set forth in 18 Pa.C. S. 8 2502(a) or (b) and (d) (relating to
mur der) .

(5 Awviolation of 75 Pa.C.S. 8 3742 (relating to
acci dents invol ving death or personal injury) or 3732
(relating to hom cide by vehicle) if the accused was the
driver of a vehicle involved in an accident resulting in the
deat h of any person.

(6) Sexual assault as set forth in 18 Pa.C.S. 8 3124.1

(relating to sexual assault).

Section 2. Section 5552(b.1) of Title 42, amended July 7,
2006 (P.L.378, No.81), is anended to read:

§ 5552. O her offenses.

(b.1) WMajor sexual offenses.--A prosecution for any of the
foll ow ng of fenses under Title 18 nust be comenced within 12
years after it is commtted:

Section 3121 (relating to rape).
Section 3122.1 (relating to statutory sexual
assaul t).
Section 3123 (relating to involuntary devi ate sexual
i nt ercourse).
[Section 3124.1 (relating to sexual assault).]
Section 3125 (relating to aggravated i ndecent
assaul t).
Section 4302 (relating to incest).
Section 6312 (relating to sexual abuse of children).

Section 3. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
