hi story shall be inteqgrated into all rel evant courses pertaining

to Anerican culture, Anerican governnent or Anerican history.

The Secretary of Education shall establish sanple curricula to

assi st school districts in offering such instruction.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
