providing for certain funds and penalties for violations and

repeal s,"” further providing for physician assistants.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 10(g) of the act of October 5, 1978
(P.L.1109, No.261), known as the Osteopathic Medical Practice
Act, is anmended to read:

Section 10. Licenses; exenptions; nonresident practitioners;
graduat e students; biennial registration and
conti nui ng medi cal educati on.

(g) The supervising physician shall file with the board an
application to utilize a physician assistant containing a
description of the manner in which the physician assistant wll

assi st the supervising physician in his practice, the nethod and

frequency of supervision and the geographic |ocation of the
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physi cian assistant. [In no instance may a physician supervise

nore than two physician assistants at any tine.] There shall be

no limt to the nunmber of physician assistants for whom a

physi ci an has responsi bility or supervi ses under a coll aborative

or witten agreenent. In cases where a group of physicians wll

supervi se a physician assistant, the nanes of all supervisory
physi ci ans shall be included on the application.

Section 2. The State Board of Osteopathic Medicine shal
pronul gate regul ations to i nplenent the amendnent of section
10(g) of the act within 18 nonths of the effective date of this
act .

Section 3. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
