Amendi ng the act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.1333, No.320), entitled
"An act concerning el ections, including general, nunicipal,
special and primary el ections, the nom nati on of candi dates,
primary and el ecti on expenses and el ection contests; creating
and defining nmenbership of county boards of el ections;

i mposi ng duties upon the Secretary of the Commonweal t h,
courts, county boards of elections, county comr ssioners;

i nposi ng penalties for violation of the act, and codi fying,
revising and consolidating the laws relating thereto; and
repealing certain acts and parts of acts relating to

el ections,” further providing for district election boards.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 401 of the act of June 3, 1937 (P.L. 1333,
No. 320), known as the Pennsylvani a El ecti on Code, anended
February 10, 1956 (1955 P.L.1019, No.319), is anmended to read:

Section 401. District Election Boards; Election.--(a) Al
primari es and el ections shall be conducted in each el ection
district by a district election board consisting of a judge of

el ection, a majority inspector of election and a mnority
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i nspector of election, assisted by clerks and nmachi ne i nspectors
in certain cases, as hereinafter provided.

(b) (1) No later than the Monday preceding the thirteenth

Tuesday preceding a prinmary in which persons seek a party

nom nation for the office of judge of election or inspector of

el ection, a county board may opt by nmjority vote to permt

persons qualified to serve as and seeking election to the office

of judge of election or inspector of election to have their

nanes pl aced upon the prinmary ballots by filing a decl arati on of

candi dacy with the county board as an alternative to presenting

a noninating petition as required by section 912.1.

(2) A decision to proceed under this subsection shall renmin

in effect until rescinded by majority vote of the county board,

except that the county board may not rescind its deci sion at any

tinme between the thirteenth Tuesday preceding a prinary in which

persons seek a party nonination for the office of judge of

el ection or inspector of election and the Wednesday f ol | owi ng

the tenth Tuesday prior to such prinary.

(3) Nothing in this subsection shall be construed to limt

the nunber of tines a county board nay opt to proceed under this

section. The Secretary of the Conmpbnweal th shall prescribe the

format of the declaration of candi dacy. The decl arati on of

candi dacy shall include a candi date affidavit.

(c) The judge and inspectors of election of each el ection
district shall be elected by the electors thereof at the
muni ci pal el ection, and shall hold office for a termof four
years fromthe first Monday of January next succeeding their
el ecti on.

(d) Each elector may vote for one person as judge and for

one person as inspector, and the person receiving the highest
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nunber of votes for judge shall be declared el ected judge of

el ection, the person receiving the highest nunber of votes for

i nspector shall be declared elected majority inspector of

el ection, and the person receiving the second hi ghest nunber of
votes for inspector shall be declared elected mnority inspector

of el ection.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
