The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. The act of June 23, 1931 (P.L.932, No.317), known
as The Third Cass Gty Code, reenacted and anended June 28,
1951 (P.L.662, No.164), is anmended by adding a section to read:

Secti on 4408. 1. Probati onary Period.--All appointnents to

any position in the city police departnent or for any position

as a fireman or fire inspector shall be for a probationary

peri od of twelve nonths. An appoi ntee nmay be di sm ssed only for

cause, during the probationary period in accordance with this

article and Articles XX and XXI. If, at the close of the

probati onary period, the conduct or fitness of the probati oner

has not been satisfactory to the city council, the probati oner

shall be notified in witing that the probati oner will not




recei ve a pernmanent appoi ntnent. Thereupon, the appoi nt nent of

t he probati oner shall cease; otherwi se, the retention of the

3 probationer shall be equivalent to a permanent appoi ntnent.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
