The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 6336.1 of Title 42 of the Pennsyl vania
Consolidated Statutes is amended to read:

§ 6336.1. Notice and heari ng.

(a) GCeneral rule.--The court shall direct the county agency

or juvenile probation departnment to provide the child s foster
parent, preadoptive parent or relative providing care for the
child with tinmely notice of the hearing. The court shall provide
the child s foster parent, preadoptive parent or relative
providing care for the child the opportunity to be heard at any
heari ng under this chapter. Unless a foster parent, preadoptive
parent or relative providing care for a child has been awarded

| egal custody pursuant to section 6357 (relating to rights and

duties of |legal custodian), nothing in this section shall give
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the foster parent, preadoptive parent or relative providing care
for the child legal standing in the matter being heard by the

court.

(b) Pernmanency heari ngs. - -

(1) Prior to a permanency hearing under secti on 6351(e)

(relating to disposition of dependent child), a child's

foster parent or parents, preadoptive parent or relative

providing care for the child may submt to the court a report

in regard to the child' s adjustnent, progress and conditi on.

(2) The county agency shall notify the foster parent or

parents, preadoptive parent or relative providing care for

the child of the right to subnmit a report under this

subsection to the court on a formunder paragraph (3). The

county agency shall provide the foster parent or parents,

pr eadopti ve parent or relative providing care for the child

with informati on identifying the nane of the judge or officer

of the court, along with mailing address, to whomthe report

is to be submtted.

(3) The Departnent of Public Welfare shall devel op a

formfor use by a foster parent or parents, preadoptive

parent or relative providing care for the child, including

the followi ng i nformati on:

(i) Date of conpl etion.

(ii) Nane and address of child.

(iii) Nane and address of foster parent or parents,

pr eadopti ve parent or relative providing care for the

(iv) Nane of primary casewor ker and agency.

(v) Description of child's adjustnment in the hone.

(vi) Description of child's interaction with foster

27 (4) The report shall be confidential and shall be
28 reviewed by the court, the child' s guardian ad |item and
29 court-appointed special advocate, if appointed pursuant to
30 section 6342 (relating to court-appointed special advocates).
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The court may rel ease the report to a county agency, the

Departnment of Public Welfare, or another individual or agency

if the court determnes it is in the child' s best interests

to do so.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
