A RESCLUTI ON

Declaring the nonth of May 2007 as "Lynme Di sease Awar eness
Mont h" in Pennsyl vani a.

WHEREAS, Lyne disease is a bacterial infection transmtted
primarily by ticks and is caused by the spirochete Borrelia
burgdorferi; and

WHEREAS, Lyne di sease and ot her tick-borne di seases and
di sorders, such as babesiosis, bartonella and ehrlichiosis, pose
a serious threat to the quality of life of many Pennsyl vani ans,
with the frequency of diagnosed and reported Lyne di sease cases
i ncreasing dramatically over the past several years; and

WHEREAS, The nobst common way to acquire Lyne disease is to be
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bitten by a tick that carries the spirochete; and

WHEREAS, The prevention of Lynme di sease and ot her tick-borne
disorders is difficult; and

WHEREAS, |f proper caution is taken while engaged in outdoor
activities fromearly spring through late fall, as well as
during a warner wi nter season, frequent tick checks are nade and
ticks are renoved and di sposed of pronptly and properly, the
peopl e of this Commonweal th can greatly reduce their chances of
ti ck pathogen transm ssion; and

WHEREAS, The early clinical diagnosis and appropriate
treatment of these tick-borne disorders and di seases can greatly
reduce the risks of continued, diverse and chronic synptons
whi ch can affect every system and organ of the human body and
often every aspect of their lives; therefore be it

RESCLVED, That the House of Representatives declare the nonth
of May 2007 as "Lynme Di sease Awareness Month" in Pennsylvania in
a continued effort to benefit the overall health and quality of
life of the citizens of this Conmonwealth by increasing their
awar eness of the threat of infected tick bites and the potenti al

seriousness of Lyne disease and other tick-borne disorders.
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
