WHEREAS, More youth in the United States drink al cohol than
snoke tobacco or marijuana, making it the drug nost used by
young peopl e; and

WHEREAS, Each day, nore than 5,400 children in the United
States under 16 years of age take their first drink; and

WHEREAS, Mbre than 60% of eighth graders and 80% of tenth
graders who were surveyed claimthat it is fairly easy or very
easy to obtain al cohol; and

WHEREAS, One in six eighth graders is a current drinker; and

WHEREAS, One in five youth, ages 12 to 20, has been invol ved

in binge drinking (five or nore drinks on one occasion); and
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WHEREAS, Each day, an estinated three teens in the United
States die fromdrinking and driving; and

WHEREAS, Each day, at |east six nore youths under 21 years of
age die of nondriving al cohol-rel ated causes, such as hom ci de,
sui ci de or drowning; and

WHEREAS, More than 70,000 col |l ege students are victins of
al cohol -rel ated sexual assault or date rape each year; and

WHEREAS, Recent studi es have found that heavy exposure of the
adol escent brain to alcohol may interfere with brain
devel opnment, causing |oss of menory and other skills; therefore
be it
