WHEREAS, PFC Denbowski was a graduate of Council Rock Hi gh
School and M ddl e Bucks Institute of Technol ogy, where he
enj oyed history classes, welding, serving on the high school
St udent Advi sory Board, conpetitive westling and hunting; and

WHEREAS, Following his enlistnment in the U S. Arny, PFC
Denbowksi graduated in April 2006 from Basic Training at Fort
Benni ng and from Airborne School at Fort Bragg in May 2006; and

WHEREAS, PFC Denbowski was depl oyed to Iraq on January 2,
2007, where he served as a nachi ne gunner; and

WHEREAS, PFC Denbowski's military awards include the Bronze
Star, Order of the Purple Heart, the Arny Commendati on Medal,
t he Good Conduct Medal, the Iraqgi Canpai gn Medal, the National
Def ense Service Medal, the @ obal War on Terrorism Service
