WHEREAS, In 1908, the nation's | eaders knew that the nost up-
to-date nedical experience resided in the civilian sector, which
created the first reservoir of trained officers in a reserve
status, known as the Medical Reserve Corps; and

WHEREAS, Today, nore than 59% percent of the United States

Arny's nmedical assets lie within the Arny Reserve; and
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WHEREAS, In 1916 the Congress of the United States passed the
Nat i onal Defense Act, creating the Oficers' Reserve Corps (ORC
and the Enlisted Reserve Corps; and

VHEREAS, In both World Wars, reserve soldiers answered the
call of duty; and

WHEREAS, In World War |, the Arny Reserve contributed 169, 500
soldiers to the Arnmy, and during World War 11, 200,000 nenbers
of the ORC participated, with Reserve Oficers providing 29% of
the Arny's officers; and

WHEREAS, In 1952, legislation renamed the ORC as the Arny
Reserve and then divided it into three reserves, an individual
Ready Reserve, a Standby Reserve and a Retired Reserve; and

WHEREAS, Legi sl ation also provided that reserve units have 24
trai ning days and up to 17 days of annual training; and

WHEREAS, The Arny Reserve has been an integral part of
numerous conflicts, with nore than 400 Arny Reserve units
depl oyed to the Korean Peninsula, nore than 84,000 soldiers
provi di ng conbat support during Operations Desert Shield and
Desert Storm and other Arny Reserve soldiers providi ng support
in Somalia, Haiti, Bosnia, Kosovo, Qperation Enduring Freedom
Operation Nobl e Eagle and Operation Iraqgi Freedom and

WHEREAS, The role of the Arny Reserve has changed over tine,
and has noved froma strategic reserve to an operational force;
and

WHEREAS, The Arny Reserve al so provi des resources and
training to first-responder organi zations across the nation,
trains soldiers, inplenments national objectives, keeps the Arny
nobi | e and enables the Arny to do nore with fewer resources; and

WHEREAS, The Arny Reserve nakes up 20% of the Arny's

organi zed units, but provides one-half of the Arny's conbat
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support and one-fourth of its nobilization base expansion
capabilities; therefore be it
