Arending Title 18 (Crinmes and O fenses) of the Pennsylvani a
Consol i dated Statutes, further providing for corruption of
m nors.
The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Section 6301 of Title 18 of the Pennsylvania
Consol i dated Statutes is anmended to read:
§ 6301. Corruption of mnors.
(a) Ofense defined.--
(1) \Woever, being of the age of 18 years and upwards,
by any act corrupts or tends to corrupt the norals of any
m nor |less than 18 years of age, or who aids, abets, entices
or encourages any such mnor in the conm ssion of any cring,
or who knowi ngly assists or encourages such mnor in
violating his or her parole or any order of court, comrts a
m sdeneanor of the first degree.

(2) Any person who knowi ngly aids, abets, entices or

encourages a m nor younger than 18 years of age to commt
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truancy conmits a summary of fense. Any person who viol ates
this paragraph within one year of the date of a first

convi ction under this section conmits a m sdenmeanor of the
third degree. A conviction under this paragraph shall not,
however, constitute a prohibition under section 6105
(relating to persons not to possess, use, nanufacture,
control, sell or transfer firearns).

(3) A school enpl oyee who engages in sexual behavi or

with a student. Any person who violates this paragraph

commits a felony and shall be sentenced to a term of

i mpri sonnent, the m ni num of which shall not be | ess than two

vears. For the purposes of this paragraph, the term "school

enpl oyee" shall include, but not be linmted to, teachers,

athl eti ¢ coaches, qui dance counsel ors, food services staff,

janitorial staff and adm nistrative staff.

(b) Adjudication of delinguency unnecessary.--A conviction
under the provisions of this section may be had whet her or not
the jurisdiction of any juvenile court has attached or shal
thereafter attach to such mnor or whether or not such m nor has
been adj udi cated a delinquent or shall thereafter be adjudi cated
a del i nquent.

(c) Presunptions.--In trials and hearings upon charges of
violating the provisions of this section, know edge of the
mnor's age and of the court's orders and decrees concerni ng
such mnor shall be presunmed in the absence of proof to the
contrary.

(d) Mstake as to age.--

(1) Wenever in this section the crimnality of conduct
depends upon the corruption of a m nor whose actual age is

under 16 years, it is no defense that the actor did not know
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the age of the m nor or reasonably believed the mnor to be
ol der than 18 years.

(2) Wenever in this section the crimnality of conduct
depends upon the corruption of a m nor whose actual age is 16
years or nore but less than 18 years, it is a defense for the
actor to prove by a preponderance of the evidence that he

reasonably believed the mnor to be 18 years or ol der.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
