WHEREAS, Mrs. Thatcher is widely credited with reshaping 
Britain's policies and transforming the country's economy; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Thatcher's profound rejection of Communism 
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cemented a close relationship with President Ronald Reagan, 
while still earning the respect of Mikhail S. Gorbachev; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Thatcher will be accorded a ceremonial funeral 
with military honors by her country; therefore be it
