WHEREAS, Between 1990 and 2008, the women veteran population
increased from 1,200,000 to 1,800,000; and

WHEREAS, As of September 2010, the total veteran population
in the United States and Puerto Rico was approximately

23,000,000, with women numbering 1,840,380; and
