Amending the act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30, No.1l4), entitled "An
act relating to the public school system, including certain
provisions applicable as well to private and parochial
schools; amending, revising, consolidating and changing the
laws relating thereto,”™ in professional employees, providing
for military parent student support.
The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:
Section 1. The act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30, No.1l4), known
as the Public School Code of 1949, is amended by adding a

section to read:

Section 1183. Military Parent Student Support.--(a)

Beginning with the 2018-2019 school year and each school vear

19 J(RELATING TO NATIONAL GUARD), THE PARENT OR GUARDIAN MAY NOTIFEY

20 THE PUBLIC SCHOOIL ENTITY OF THE ACTIVATION TO ACTIVE DUTY AND

21 REQUEST ADDITIONAL SUPPORTS FOR THE STUDENT UNDER THIS SECTION.

22 UPON RECEIVING NOTIFTCATION FROM THE PARENT OR GUARDIAN OF

23 ACTIVATION, THE PUBLIC SCHOOL ENTITY SHALL PROVIDE THE STUDENT

24 AND PARENT OR GUARDIAN WITH THE FOLLOWING:

25 (1) ACCESS TO THE FOLLOWING:

26 (I) A CERTIFIED SCHOOL COUNSELOR;

27 (IT) A CERTIFTED SCHOOL PSYCHOLOGIST;

28 (ITT) SCHOOL SOCIAL WORKERS; OR

29 (IV) CERTIFTED HOME AND SCHOOL VISITORS.
30 (2) INFORMATION REGARDING THE FOLLOWING:
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(I) EXISTING FEDERAL AND STATE MILITARY SUPPORT SERVICES.

(IT) ANY OTHER SERVICE, AGENCY OR RESOURCE NECESSARY TO

SUPPORT OR PROVIDE ASSISTANCE TO THE STUDENT, PARENT OR

GUARDIAN.

(c) The Department of Education shall coordinate with the

Department of Military and Veterans Affairs to carry out this

section=, INCLUDING POSTING INFORMATION ABOUT THE REQUIREMENTS

OF THIS SECTION TO THEIR PUBLICLY ACCESSIBLE INTERNET WEBSITES

AND PROVIDING INFORMATIONAL MATERIALS FOR USE BY PUBLIC SCHOOL

ENTITIES TO INFORM PARENTS AND GUARDIANS OF THE SUPPORTS

AVATLABLE UNDER SUBSECTION (B) (2).

(D) AS USED IN THIS SECTION, THE FOLLOWING WORDS AND PHRASES

SHATLT HAVE THE MEANINGS GIVEN TO THEM IN THIS SUBSECTION UNLESS

THE CONTEXT CLEARLY INDICATES OTHERWISE:

"PUBLIC SCHOOL ENTITY." ANY PUBLIC SCHOOL, INCLUDING A

SCHOOL DISTRICT, CHARTER SCHOOL, REGIONAL CHARTER SCHOOL, CYBER

CHARTER SCHOOL, INTERMEDIATE UNIT OR AREA VOCATIONAL-TECHNICAL

SCHOOL OPERATING WITHIN THIS COMMONWEALTH.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
