Senator M.J. WHITE. Madam President, I offer a brief
explanation of this amendment. The Liquor Code bill under
consideration already contains a provision that says that
racetracks that have slot licenses may not provide free liquor to
patrons. I think the reason for that is fairly self-explanatory.

We heard a lot about compulsive gambling on the floor when
the slots bill was debated. Well, you do not have to be a
compulsive gambler to get into trouble. Actually, compulsive
gamblers make up a very small percentage of the population. But
if you are gambling and drinking, it does not take too many
errors of bad judgment, perhaps brought on by too much liquor
consumption, to result in bad judgment, and a person who went
in intending to gamble $50 for the evening, instead, because of
