(c) Use by educational entity.--

(1) A conveyance of authority described in subsection

(a) which is consistent with the requirenents of subsection

(b) shall be honored by any school district, internedi ate

unit or other public education entity.

(2) Notwi thstandi ng subsection (e), the exi stence of a

conveyance of authority described in and consistent with the

requi renents of subsection (b) creates a presunption that the

authority has been lawfully conveyed.

(d) Revocation of guardi anship. - -

(1) A conveyance of authority as described in subsecti on

(b) is revocable at will unless other terns are agreed upon

by the parent, | egal quardi an or | egal custodi an and the

adult to whom authority i s bei ng conveyed.

(2) The parties may provide for terns in witing which
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may require the revocation of authority to be in witing,

make revocation effective only when a specified time period

has el apsed after notification of intent to revoke or any

other terns that the parties deem appropri ate.

(e) Dependency proceedi ngs. - -

(1) This section shall not be construed as a substitute

f or dependency proceedi ngs conducted under 42 Pa.C.S. Ch. 63

(relating to juvenile matters).

(2) The execution of a conveyance of authority descri bed

in subsection (b) shall not be binding in a custody or

dependency proceedi ng.

(3) Reqgardl ess of the execution of a docunent in

accordance with this section, a custody or dependency

deterni nati on shall be based upon the best interests of the

child or other applicable standard in accordance with | aw.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
